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Achievements of RNTCP in Gujarat during 3" Quarter 2005

Dear Colleagues,

First of all, | wish to personal(ljy thank and congratulate you all for sustaining Gujarat in target zone and maintaining
DOTS services during the 3" quarter 2005 in spite of facing the intricacy due to flood situation in many districts of
state during the quarter. The robust efforts made by the committed staff at the District, TB Unit and PHI levels have
made this possible.

Performance: Guijarat continues to be in the target zone by achieving both the objective of RNTCP i.e. to achieve
and maintain a cure rate of at least 85% and detection rate of at least 70% amongst new smear positive patients.
However, the performance of the districts varies. All efforts are being made to support the districts improve their
performance. The focus of the programme is now on maintaining and sustaining the quality of services and care to
the TB patients in the community.

Monitoring and supervision: The case detection rate of new smear positive cases (NSP) for this quarter is 72%
with 7853 registered NSP patients and 19157 total TB patients placed on treatment. The sputum conversion and
success rate amongst the new smear positives are sustained at 90% and 86% respectively. 13 reporting units
(Ahmedabad Municipal Corporation, Petlad (Anand), Bharuch(+Narmada), Chhotaudepur, Dahod, Nadiad (Kheda),
Mehsana, Godhara (Panchmahals), Himmatnagar (SK), Surat (Rural), Ahwa (Dang), Vadodara Municipal
Corporation, Vyara are in the target zone in this quarter.

In 3¢ guarter 2005, a total of 80420 TB suspects (147 suspects per lac population per quarter) were examined by
sputum smear microscopy which is improving compared to the last quarter. However, additional efforts are required
to reach at least 150 per lac population per quarter. Positivity rate amongst these was 18%. 91% of the total sputum
positive TB patients diagnosed and residing within the district were placed on DOTS regimens. Out of the total new
pulmonary cases, 70% are sputum positive (range being 45-70%) and 17% were extra pulmonary cases. However,
number of retreatment cases of the total smear positive cases continues to remain high at 36%.

Contractual staff under RNTCP for two medical colleges (BJ Medical College, Ahmedabad and Smt. BK Shah
Medical College, Piparia) has been sanctioned to strengthenthe contribution of medical colleges in the programme
in this quarter.

Training: We have accomplished the training of Block Health Officers (BHOI) in the entire state in the revised
RNTCP modules and sensitized them regarding the Strategy of Supervision and Monitoring. We hope this endeavor
would help Gujarat intensify supportive supervision and monitoring of the programme from the block level too. 39
BHOs appointed as MOTCs have also been trained in RNTCP Medical Officers modules (:9) at STDC.

Drug Resistance Survey: After fulfilling all primary requirements, we have been able to launch phase | of DRS
study on 1 August 2005 in 17 districts (Bharuch, Jamnagar, Rajkot, SMC, Surendranagar, Vadodara, VMC,
Navsari, Rajkot, Surat (R), Anand, Mehsana, Vyara, Kheda, Amreli, Junagadh and Sabarkantha). 204 New and
147 Re-treatment sputum positive cases have been enrolled in the study from 22 DMCs in the state upto 30th
September 2005. Intensive supervision conducted by teams of STDC staff and a special DRS review meeting of the
DTOs held on 15th October 2005 have helped the districts ensure that the results of the study are of good quality
and reflect true ground reality. Timely corrective actions are also being ensured based on regular feedbacks from
TRC, Chennai.

In the next months, | would like you to focus on effective EQA implementation to ensure valid data of the cases
enrolled in Drug Resistance Survey.

External Quality Assurance (EQA) in Sputum Microscopy: STDC Ahmedabad functioning as Intermediate
Reference Laboratory (IRL) has conducted OnSite Evaluation, Panel testing and review of the EQA protocol
implementation at the district level in 14 districts and necessary support is being accorded to them to improve quality
of sputum microscopy. Revised EQA with LQAS (Lot qudity assurance sampling) has been fully implemented in the
state. EQA data from random blinded rechecking (RBRC) rounds of the 5 months (Feb-June 05) reveals that out of
31377 slides rechecked by the STLSs at district level, 130 high false results were observed. 91 DMCs (15%) had
high false results. Though a matter of concern, we appreciate that the concerned districts have been able to identify
the problems in their DMCs. Problems have been identified and corrective actions are being taken in the districts.

Reporting: For the first time, quarterly reports of all districts have been cross-checked at state level to minimize the
errors. Also corrected reports in electronic format as well as hard copies of all districts have been timely submitted to
CTD. This new initiative has motivated the District TB Officers to focus on improving precision in valid and correct
reporting. DTOs should also ensure that duly filled monthly PHI level reports including medical colleges are
submitted by all the PHIs and medical colleges in time.

Wishing you all a prosperous new year ahead. All the best for your endeavor to implement a very
successful TB Control Programme in Gujarat.
